I feel rather confident on my work with the bacteriophage known as GreedyLawyer. I made a few changes to start codons, as well as the deletion of certain genes. 
· Gene 2: I changed the start codon to 1248 to give it a longer ORF.
· Gene 48: I changed the starting point from 32778 to 32793, in order to give it a longer ORF, that removed the majority of the gap between the next gene.
· GENE 55 and 57: Both genes were deleted, due to having no coding potential. Gene 57 had too much overlap with the next gene, and gene number 55 was too short. Neither genes had blast or NCBI results.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Genes number 59, 62, 68, 70, 78, 81, 89, 91, 92, and 98: Were all deleted due to being too short, or having no coding potential, or too much overlap between them. A lot of the genes also had a TTG start codon while also being too short or having too much overlap. I feel confident in all of the gene deletions chosen.
