	Describe: We used PECAAN to auto-annotate our phage but not after the auto-annotation was complete.

We moved several start sites, called functions for many of the gene products, and annotated many tRNA genes. Note: this was the first time we have annotated tRNA genes - we carefully followed the instructions in the Annotation Guide and hope we did it correctly. We wrote the anticodons in a 5' to 3' direction. 

We examined all gaps carefully and filled all large gaps with genes when possible.

The phage has a wrap-around gene which we annotated as a miscellaneous feature.

We annotated a -1 programmed translational frameshift between Roots515_129 and Roots515_130.
